ELIGIBILITY } REGIONAL CAMPUS scholarship awards vary from $100 to $5,000. Awards are made at the discretion
of the Scholarship Committee based on the availability of funds. You must be enrolled in at least six
credit hours. Graduate students and those who have already attained a bachelor’s degree are not eligible
for these scholarships. Applicants must be admitted to be considered for a Miami Hamilton or Miami
Middletown scholarship. The deadline for applying for scholarship is March 15, 2010 for the 2010-2011
academic year.

APPLICATION } In order to be considered for scholarship, please complete these necessary steps:

REQUIREMENTS 1. Apply for admission to either Miami Hamilton or Miami Middletown.

2. Submit the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) if you want to be considered
for need-based awards. Go to www.fafsa.ed.gov and complete it by Feb. 15 (if freshman) or
March 15 (for returning students).

3. Submit scholarship application. Scholarships must be postmarked by March 15.

4. Submit a letter of recommendation from someone other than a relative who can speak to the
applicant’s character, qualities, and career aspirations. Strong letters have specific examples of a
student’s strengths. The letter must be typed, signed and dated, and include the person’s name,
title, address, phone number, and a relationship to the applicant. Give the recommender several
weeks notice to write the letter.

APPLICATION } 5. Submit a list and short description of activities, honors, awards, etc. in school, church, employ-

ment, community, or other endeavors, which attest to your leadership and creativity. Include dates
of involvements.

6. On a separate sheet of paper, write a paragraph or two explaining your educational and profes-
sional goals.

7. Write a personal essay, (approximately 250-300 words), that gives reviewers additional insight
about you not covered in other sections of the application. Examples might be life or job experi-
ences, special skills, talents, or your motivation for seeking a scholarship.
